Please Support Trade Union Rights and sign Early Day Motion 1604 

I am writing to ask you to support trade union rights and sign Early Day Motion 1604 in support of the Trade Union Freedom Bill Campaign. 

The Trade Union Rights and Freedoms Bill is supported by the TUC and in the previous parliamentary sessions received the support of 180 MPs.
